GROW  ways to get to talk to others about evolution and God….

1.  On whom is the assumption of the weight of the argument?   

The evolutionist will not say themselves but… we have a written historically verifiable record of what we believe.  It has not changed since it was first written about 3000 years ago.  Can text books of only 100 years ago hold to such a solid record?  

What does the term evolution mean?   Does it answer the question of origin or only process?

The term Evolution means change over time.  There are  two types micro and macro  adaptation.  Evolution by it’s nature cannot deal with the issue of origins.  Evolution is about a process of adaptation.  Also...

Where did the matter come from?  And Was energy created?  What caused energy, how was it formed?

This gets back to the cosmological argument.

What was the name of  Charles Darwin’s original book, the complete name?  Did Darwin have a presupposition? 

  His book was called "The Origin of Species by means of Natural Selection or the Preservation of Favored Races in the Struggle for Life".   Charles Darwin was a theology student in his younger years but was deeply influenced by his father and grandfather .  Darwin’s father advised him to hide his religious doubts from his wife (so much for an honest relationship).  Concerning his father and faith Darwin said “I can hardly see how anyone can wish Christianity to be true; for is so the plain language of the text seem to show that the men who do not believe, and this would include my father, brother and most all of my best friends, will be everlastingly punished.  And this is a damnable doctrine.”   A presupposition is a belief that determines the order of other beliefs.  Darwin had presuppositions. “but I was very unwilling to give up my belief”   (spoken in reference to could any evidence convince him to disbelieve that God did not exist)  Both above quotes from  Life and Letters of Charles Darwin, D. Appleton and Co. New York, 1911. 

What are the difficulties in evolution  in the area of Astronomy?

Such as…How is the age of the universe determined?  (Age of universe based on most distant  stars,  15 billion light years)

Has the speed of light always been the same everywhere or could certain factors affect it?  We know that it has changed in the lab.  

If the universe is expanding at a steady rate then why are we all not in a big blob together?  

Paleontology

Most evolutionists say the age of the earth is around 4.5 billion based on age of radioactive decay of elements  (i.e. Uranium-Lead)  are there factors that could effect that? 

Has the rate of decay always been the same, how do we know that?  Or could certain catastrophic geological factors affect that rate?  Of course things like heat, cold and moisture effect rates of decay.   On the other hand a good argument for a universal cataclysmic c world wide flood are fossils.  There is a reason that everything doesn’t fossilize.

Why in general do we not see transitional forms of different species?  It seems that we would find many things still evolving and in transition, there are none other than adaptations.

8. Biology

What must be present for a single cell to reproduce?

(DNA code, nucleus, cell wall,  energy, environment)  These must not only be present, they must be present in the correct sequence . We have a great rabbit at home.  Her name is Sugar, does my rabbit sugar and a fresh road kill rabbit possess the same chemicals? Yes Sugar is an example of the correct chemicals being in the correct order. How did order come from disorder when the second law of Thermodynamics states that an isolated system will become more disordered with time? The answer is that it doesn’t.  This argument takes us to an area we call  the teleological argument.   The Teleological argument for God is where you see design, there must be a designer.
