· Beginning in January, we will have a number of training sessions that will continue up until the time of the trip.   They will include culture, basic language, how to share your testimony, support raising, and a variety of other ministry skills.  These meetings are very important and thus ALL are mandatory for the students.   Adult leaders are required to participate in at least one work day.  If for some reason you must cancel, you will be asked to participate in one of the next days available.

· The first thing that you will need to do immediately is verify that your passport is valid through January 2009 or obtain a passport.  Please be aware that this can take up to 4 months to acquire.

· The teams will be comprised of a combination of  high school students, with seniors have the highest priority and adult leaders chosen based upon a proportionate number of moms/dads/nurses/experience with HS students/missions experience.

· The cost for each trip is listed below.  Due to uncertainties concerning lodging and travel, this amount is subject to change.  There are no deductions for leaders for work day attendance.

· Take your time when filling out this application.  Seek God for guidance and wisdom to know how He is leading you and what He might want to do in your heart on a trip like this one.
