We want to stretch musically, vocally, and 
dynamically with the songs weʼre using this year. 

First of all, you do not need to learn all of these songs! So you can relax and enjoy the music.  What you 
will need to learn will be delineated on this page, according to the position youʼre auditioning for. Weʼve 
selected several specific songs (for each position) as a starting point for you. We want you to learn two of 
the songs that weʼve chosen.  

So for example, if youʼre auditioning on Acoustic Guitar, youʼll find that weʼve selected three songs weʼd 
like you to listen to. Pick two for your audition.  The titles and performers are listed, and can be 
downloaded off of itunes for .99 cents each.

Listen for stylistic elements in these songs. Styleʼs as important as pitch, so see that youʼre individual 
style bends to the styles of the songs you select. Also, push yourself with these songs. Several of these 
songs are not easy to cover. Stretch yourself with your choices. Feel free to show creativity and originality, 
but we also want to hear your ability to adapt to a certain sound or tone. Finally, do your best to memorize 
your parts. We strongly recommend you audition without using charts.
